• To “Graduate with NHSDA Honors” for the Junior Program, a 

student must earn an addi�onal 10 points for a total of 25 points. 
• To “Graduate with NHSDA Honors” for the Secondary Program, a 

student must earn an addi�onal 15 points for a total of 45 points.
